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| cannot believe | haven't had a chance to get
out a Newsletter since February, but I'm going
to do my best to catch you up on everything
God has been doing out here! This has been
an awesome year... totally different than any
other since we were founded in January of
2004. At the beginning of this year, the Lord
impressed upon my heart that the focus of this
year would be mentoring and community. So,
we set out to make a difference in the lives of
the youth in a more intense way and build
lasting relationships by spending more quality
TIME with them... and reached out to our own
community more than ever before. He has
opened up so many doors! | was able to
Coordinate our local Rodeo Queen Contest,
and meet lots of awesome girls.

| was also asked to speak at our Community
Holy Week Services at the Methodist Church
in Chandler and was able to minister to a
crowd of every denomination that day. That
was amazing! Angelsong became a part of
the Chandler Ministerial Alliance. HUGE
BLESSING. We endured some trials...
January our one good lesson horse, Sherman,
fell and rolled breaking the 2nd vertebra in his
neck. This left us without a lesson horse, and
with a huge dilemma... Bruce and |
immediately went back to a testimony we
heard from NFR Qualifier Layna Kight about a
horse that flipped over in the shoots at their

facility and broke it's neck. They laid hands
on the horse and prayed, and the horse was
healed. So, we made a decision to trust God.
We would not ever allow him to suffer, but
would give him the very best care we could,
and we were going to trust God to heal
Sherman. For many weeks it was touch and
go for Shermy. He'd get painful, go off his
feeds, we’'d up his meds, and pray that we
had no side effects from it. He could not be
hauled to a veterinary hospital, because he
could barely walk. Our vet, Dr. McNeil of
Cushing Veterinary Clinic, came out a couple
of times to see if we needed to make any
changes, and said he was amazing - 1 in
1000. 25+ yr old Sherman, healed by the
power of God. People from all over came
and laid hands on him and prayed — especially
Miss Paula! Meanwhile, we have several
students and no lesson horse. We put a plea
out for help, and soon we had “Paula” donated
from McAlester... then “Mr Ed” from
Missouri... and we made the decision to trade
our colt (who was to be my next barrel
prospect) for “Hannah Claire” from
Arkansas... and | diligently worked with our
gelding, “Key”, so he would be usable as a
lesson horse as well. So, we have gone from
1 severely injured unusable lesson horse in
January, to 5 awesome beginner lesson
horses, and 1 intermediate, including
Sherman who is recovering wonderfully! Our
son Josiah, now 3 Y, is learning to ride by
himself on him! Man, what miracles. God has
truly multiplied us as a ministry, and these
blessings have allowed us to embark on our
newest outreach ministry for the youth. Our
overnight Camps!

Ouir first year of holding camps here at our
facility was way beyond our expectations!

We anticipated maybe 3 or 4 girls per camp...
and found ourselves having to turn away kids
we had so much interest... so, we scheduled
more! We ended up having 2 awesome
camps from August — September and
unfortunately had to cancel 2 others due to
rain outs. Construction of our bunkhouse has
not begun, so we converted our house into a
bunkhouse with two rooms full of bunk beds
and beds for the girls! We were able to
purchase many panels, a round pen, a rotary
till, new poles and pole bases, and most all of
the equipment we needed to get started.
PRAISE GOD! Our first camp we took a field
trip to the Cushing Veterinary Clinic where Dr.
Brian McNeil and his wife, Denise, spent
about 45 minutes of their time afterhours to
talk with the girls and give them some great
wisdom about their horses and their barrel
racing programs. On Sunday, we had a free
lunch for families & guests followed by
Cowboy Church (as always) and a baptism
service. Iron Pillar Ministries joined us, as well
as the families of the girls, and we ended up
having 11 baptized! 3 baptized were campers
from the weekend; as well as 1 salvation. We
had an awesome group of girls, and God



Our 2™

camp, we were so blessed to have Chrystal

Hall from Ada, OK assisting with teaching and

speaking at our Cowboy Church Service. She

had some great ideas for the students!
